7. Community Council Business 

Local Place Plan – Anne Winther update
Thank you to volunteers. 94 respondents – this includes complete households. Covers 22 post codes in village. Some houses have not been visited yet.

Downside of responses, 60% are over 65 years. Lower participation of 25-45 residents. Some work to be done with engaging them. 

Summary of feedback – small rural village, connected to nature, community spirit, friendly, tranquillity. We aspire to be resilient and inclusive where people of all ages feel connected, supported, access to spaces to thrive. 

Three key aspects – protecting what we have i.e community, assets such as hall, nature and amenities. Second is improving access. Third – inclusion, engaging everyone in community. Housing – all residents ot have fufiling lives within the community. 

Next steps – Anne Winther to go through data. Chunk we’re missing at the moment is to understand what our future holds in terms of development planning by looking at a map. Proposing to BCC that we have a working group consisting of BCC members and community members that looks at where would we put affordable housing for example. Discussions already been had about 4 or 5 potential areas. Would then need to involve planning department and land owners etc. To look at partnership working with Arnprior. 

The Triangle- Maureen Burnside
Little progress of finding ownership of this area. Registers of Scotland confirmed they keep records going back to 1876 but no record of someone owning this land. First thing to do is planning enforcement for unauthorised use of land. Was public space and now turning into a garden – need planning permission.
Second is breach of local development plan, talks highly of street scape – 
Third – work being carried out without planning permission, ie digging.

The Community Council is going to write to council to look into this. encouraged community to write in too. if anyone would like guidance on how to contact planning – email BCC.

Triangle is in a conservation area – we are going to complain about unauthorised work within conservation area. Affecting enjoyment of neighbours of area. loss of amenity. Stirling Council planning dept again to be contacted re this. 

Stirling Council does have an anti-social behaviour unit; there has to be anti-social behaviour and there has to cause alarm and distress on more than one occasion – if anyone ever feels they have experienced this, contact anti-social behaviour dept. This can include neighbour disputes, noise, harassment, abandoned cars, litter. Planning and anti-social unit keep names confidential unless reaches criminal trial which is very unlikely.

	Play Park upgrade, application, Jessica Langford
Jessica put in application to UK Community Spaces Improvement but it was declined. Jessica proposed a working group for the play park. Could potentially get a grant to purchase materials. 

Anne Winther suggested reaching out to parent council to get involved or speak with other parents. 

Short discussion around a lack of engagement of 25-45 residents and parents.

10. Resident’s Forum
Community member - 20mph area should extend beyond the bridge down Station Road. To protect children going to school and walkers, there is no pavement over the bridge – Anne Winther said she had a lot of feedback regarding station road, not just the bridge. Could look at pedestrian crossing with signage. When 40mph finishes, said it should be 30mph. Lots of sharp corners, people may not know of the need to slow to 20mph.Need for ice warnings. All of these are safety issues. Residents say they don’t cycle as too dangerous. 

Community member - Closing down Buchlyvie for a week, has Jessica had any response from SC? – Jessica confirmed yes, had a response saying its necessary to close the road. Shuttle bus will be operating – post on Buchlyvie Banter about this. Information will also be put on bus stop. 

Community member - Down at tubs – piece of ground disgrace. Shrubs everywhere. Why can’t this be cut down and addressed. Answer – grass is cut every week and path at burn green. Good source for wildlife. 

Community member – entrance to hall, grass outside village hall is a mess. When they cut grass, they leave big clumps. Feel let down by Stirling Council.
